At the October 29th Board of Supervisors meeting, our Board authorized Ventura County Behavioral Health
Department to participate in the Continuum Infrastructure Program. This program is a significant grant
opportunity by the California Department of Health Care Services and will assist the County in expanding its
infrastructure to expand the County’s supply of beds and services for Behavioral Health Clients throughout
the County.

Behavioral Health is applying for a total of $235 million to build a Lewis Road Mental Health Rehabilitation
Center (38+ beds), East County Psychiatric Health Facility (16 beds), and an East County Crisis Stabilization
Unit. These expansions will prevent the County from referring clients outside of the County for services and
treatment.
