Piru Light Permit Issued

(JUA) that would enable Rancho Simi Recreation and Park District (RSRPD) to use
Oak Park in Simi Valley as a trailhead. The County will set aside an area at the
entrance to the cell tower access road for the trailhead where the public will park.
